1. The agency will serve at least 50 child victims of the 2010 Haiti earthquake.

2. Agency personnel working with children will review the “Guide For Teachers, Parents, Grandparents and Other Adult Helpers” (the first section in the Workbook) before starting work with children using the workbook.

3. The agency will administer the Mental Health Checklist described above as soon as possible after beginning work with child victims using My Own Story about the Earthquake in Haiti and will be prepared to provide copies of the workbooks of the first 50 children treated to CPHC.

4. The agency is responsible to make blank copies of the Mental Health Checklist contained in the book for use in follow-up.  

5. Follow-Up use of the Mental Health Checklist:  The agency will administer the Checklist a second time approximately180 days (6 months) after the initial Checklist is completed on the same children for whom the initial Checklist was completed.

6. The agency will provide at least 50 initial and at least 50 follow-ups of the same children’s Mental Health Checklists to The Children’s Psychological Health Center, Inc. no later than 30 days (one month) after the follow-up Checklists are completed.  
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
